Access Instructions 

 

Getting the School-Specific Survey URL 
 
Below are the steps an administrator has to follow to get the special URL for the Safe Schools 
survey specific to their school. This is the URL that is passed along to students so that they can 
participate in the survey. There are no special logins or passwords; each student uses the same 
URL. 
  

1. For  elementary, visit http://www.cpco.on.ca/surveys/bullying/elem/survey/

2. Select the first letter of your city/town. A list of cities/towns will be displayed. 
 

 
 

3. Select the city/town where your school is located. A list of secondary schools in the 
selected city/town will be displayed. 
 

 

 



 

4. Select your school. The Bullying/Harassment Survey will be displayed with the name 
and address of your school located just below the title. 
 

 
 

 



 

5. In the address bar of your web browser, please copy the URL. Distribute this URL to 
your students.

Access the Results 
 

1. For elementary, visit http://www.cpco.on.ca/surveys/bullying/elem/results/ .  
For secondary, visit http://www.cpco.on.ca/surveys/bullying/sec/results/ . 
 
Go to the login page. 
 

 
 

2. Type your CPCO Private Member Site User Name and Password and press Enter or 
click on the “Log In” button. If you have forgotten your user name and/or password 
click on the Forgot Password link. Once logged-in, the page will display the title 
“Welcome CPCO Member” and your school information will be displayed. This 
school information is based on CPCO’s member records. If you have not updated 
your school information with CPCO, it may list you with a different school. If it does, 
there is a link to update your school information online. 
 

 
 



 
 

3. If your school information is correct then proceed to the results by clicking on the 
“Proceed to Survey Results” button. This will take you to the survey results for your 
school.  The name and address of your school will also be displayed at the top of the 
page.
