As in the past, new books can be dropped off at any Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) detachment throughout the 

province and, within Toronto, at any Toronto Police Service divisions. Land Forces Central Area (Department 

of National Defence) will help pack, sort and transport books.  

 

More than 40,000 new books were collected in the 2008 Lieutenant Governor Aboriginal Book Drive.   
 

“I encourage all Ontarians to purchase a book or two for native youth in Ontario’s northern regions,” 

said Lieutenant Governor Onley.  “I appeal to the same generous Ontarians who have wholeheartedly 

participated in past book drives implemented by the Lieutenant Governor’s Office to donate a new 

book that will make an enormous difference in the lives of young people.”
